Now: that’s remarkable for a bunch of reasons - not the least
of which is that in their home country Iran, women are routinely discriminated against.

They need their husband’s permission to travel or get a job, they must wear the hijab at
alltimes or face punishment, they are limited in terms of education they can access.

So the fact that the Iranian women’s team are here competing at all, is incredible.

But when the team refused to sing the Iranian anthem in their game against South Korea
last week - it got them in trouble with authorities at home and now they are scared to go
back. But also scared for their families at home if they don’t go back.

Throughout this week you’re going to hear talk of something called ‘asylum’ - which is
where someone from another country tries to stay overseas because they fear for their
safety if they go back home.

And you should stop and think about how lucky we are, in comparison, to not live with
that sort of fear.

Each day we give the world globe a spin and find a news story from wherever it stops ..
and today we’ve landed in Sweden ... where a weekly visit to the lolly shop is being
credited for the healthy teeth of the country’s kids.
